Carlos has
participated in numerous exhibitions in Brazil and abroad, including Brazil
Faz Design, in Milan, Italy; International Biennial of Design, in Saint Etienne,
France; and Object Brazil - 500 Years of Design, at Pinacoteca do Estado
de S&o Paulo, Brazil. He has been awarded many important prizes, most
notably the Hors Concours Award at the IX Prémio do Museu da Casa
Brasileira; First Place, Aluizio Magalhaes Prize, at the V Competition of
Industrial Design; and First Place, Best Furniture Design, at Il Prémio do
Museu da Casa Brasileira. Motta is a professor of Planning at FAAP
University in Sao Paulo.
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
